Constitution of the Evening/Weekend Student Club 

of the Borough of Manhattan Community College of the City University of New York

Article I — Name

Section I. 
It has been decided on by the founding members that the club will here within be called the Borough of Manhattan Community College Evening/Weekend Student Club.  

Section II. 
This club is not affiliated with any off-campus group.

Article II — Purpose, Power and Scope

Section I. 
The purpose of this club shall be to develop and promote evening/weekend academic and career enhancement activities and experiences, based on the needs and requests of the evening/weekend students.  Also the club shall serve as advocate and point of information for evening/weekend students who need representation.  It shall provide leadership opportunities to students.  The club shall provide a forum for exploring the role of the college student in the awareness of global affairs.

Section II. 
This purpose shall be achieved by working in cooperation with the Evening/Weekend Program office and evening/weekend faculty.  It shall be achieved by developing academic programs that are complimentary to the classes offered in an evening/weekend format.  The club will host activities with invited guests from professional fields.  These activities will offer opportunities for the development of leadership skills among students.   

All activities of the Evening/Weekend Student Club are legal and non-profit in nature.  We accept and understand that under the authority granted by the Board of Trustees, as specified in the Board of Higher Education By-Laws Article 15.2, the Student Government Association legislative decisions shall take precedence over those of this and any other student club/organization.  

Article III — Membership

Section I. 
Qualifications


A. All members of the club must be students attending the Borough of Manhattan Community College.

B. No person shall be denied membership in this club because of race, color, sex, handicap, national or ethnic origin, religious affiliation or belief, sexual orientation, age, disability, veteran or marital status.
C. All expulsions may be appealed by the expelled member to the Student Government Association, but until the appeal is decided, the member shall not enjoy rights or privileges of membership.
Section II. 
Becoming a Member

A. To become a member, a person must adhere to Article II Section I, and must pay the required dues (if any) and attend a certain number of meetings.  The number of persons who may be members shall not be limited.

B. Dues shall be the maximum of $0.00 per semester.

Article IV — Officers, Committees, Elections, Tenure and Faculty Advisor

Section I.
Officers

A. The officers of this organization shall be President, Vice-President, Treasurer and Secretary.

B. Officers must be enrolled in one of the five Evening/Weekend Programs — Accounting, Business Administration, Computer Operations, Liberal Arts, or Nursing.
C. The President shall preside at meetings and attend all functions.  The President will be a member of the Council of the Evening/Weekend Student Club which should be submitted in writing to the Student Government Association.
D. The Vice President shall assume the duties of the President in the absence of the President.
E. The Treasurer shall collect dues, maintain the Evening/Weekend Student Club account in the Business Office, and shall be responsible for filing the budget requests with the Student Government Association.  He/she shall periodically give an account of the club’s finances to the membership, and the Finance Committee of the Student Government Association upon notice of request.
F. The Secretary shall take minutes of each meeting/event and handle all correspondence. He/she will forward a copy of all approved minutes to the Student Government Association.
Section II. 
Standing Committees

A. Standing committees shall be put in place every semester to cover all areas of the business.

B. These committees shall be 1) Recruitment and Information Dissemination, 2) Promotion & Publicity, 3) Event planning, 4) Logistics, 5) Website development and maintenance

Section III. 
Elections, Tenure

A. Elections of officers shall be held in February of the spring semester or September of the fall semester.

B. Candidates will be chosen by simple majority vote of those present and voting.
C. If the group wishes to remove any officer, the entire participating membership will vote.  The majority vote will win.
D. The tenure shall be one year.  The new officers shall take office at the conclusion of a meeting to be held on a weekend of the last full week before Spring final examinations or Fall final examinations.
Section IV. 
Faculty Advisor

A. A faculty advisor shall be elected at the elections meeting of the spring or fall semester.

Article V — Meeting and Quorum, Rules of Order

Section I. 
This club shall meet at least 2 times each semester

Section II.
A quorum will consist of 2 officers plus 5 members

Section III. 
Rules of Order
Every member who has attended one meeting/event during the semester is eligible to vote.  All parliamentary questions not determined by the constitution or these by-laws shall be decided according to Robert’s Rules of Order Revised.

Article VI—Amendment Procedures

All amendments to this constitution shall require at least 2/3 affirmative vote of the membership.  Amendments shall be proposed one regular membership meeting at least one weekend later, or through majority vote for a special meeting.  They shall take effect only upon approval by the Undergraduate Student Senate.

Article VII — Dissolution of the Club

Section I.
In the event of dissolution of this club, all accrued funds and assets generated from student activity fees shall be returned to the Student Government Association.
